Some Guidelines for the Curriculum Program

APPLICATION OF THE PROGRAM

· Curriculum is based on a 4-year cycle, over which all essential material should be covered 

· The curriculum is dynamic in both content and arrangement over the 4-year cycle

· Curriculum (and the teachers) needs to be flexible to accommodate the needs of the teens (emerging requirements, emergency situations, etc.)

· “Quarters” do not have to have a fixed 13-week timeframe.  Topics can be flexible and cover any number of weeks, at which point the next topic will pick up.

· Teachers should be carefully selected for effectiveness with teens and willingness to work within the guidelines of this program.

MIGRATION OF THE PROGRAM OUTSIDE THE TEEN GROUP (FUTURE POSSIBILITY)

· The overarching principles of the curriculum could be applied to all ages.  This curriculum could be applied to other age groups, with the lessons (which ones to teach, content of the ones taught) tailored to the needs of the group.  This should work especially well for middle school, high school and adult classes.  “Canned material” may still be the best choice for elementary school and below.
