Chapter 22:6-21                                 REVELATION

Final Admonition

Testified to be True


Introduction:  The prophetic portion of the Revelation is now past;  

A. We’ve been made aware that a persecuting power was raised by Satan as a prestigious and compelling government, and a convenient and seemingly harmless false religion.  

B. We’ve been made aware that that government used physical and emotional pressure in attempt to turn Christians from their God.  Satan could not stop Christ so he attacked His followers through these persecutions.  

C. We’ve been made aware that God knew of Satan’s plans and that God had a plan of His own to overcome through the faithfulness and the testimony of His saints.  

D. We’ve been made aware that there is eternal punishment for the persecutors and eternal blessing for the faithful.
E. All that is left is God’s closing remarks and final admonitions.
There appears to be three speakers in the remaining 16 verses of this book.  It is difficult to always determine who is speaking.  We will attempt to identify the speaker by listing the speaker’s name after the verse number.  We will no doubt guess wrong at some point so we ask your and God’s forgiveness for our shortcomings.  The three speakers are:

1. The angel that was sent to give John the Revelation from Chapter 1 vs. 1

2. Jesus

3. John

I. Vs. 6, Angel from 1:1, These things are true!  They are from God
II. Vs. 7, Jesus
A. coming quickly

B. heed the words of this book, (a testimony that the words are true)

III. Vs. 8-9, John (Jn. 19:35)
A. I heard and saw these things ( a testimony that the writing is true to the vision)

B. I tried to worship the speaker

C. The speaker was an angel and stopped the worship

D. The angels said heed the words of this book, ( a testimony that this book is true)

IV. Vs. 10-15, Jesus, Statement that from Jesus’ perspective the wrong-doers are wrong-doers and the righteous are righteous and there is no confusion between the two.
A. vs. 10, do not seal – the time is near (10:4, Dan. 8:26, 10:14, 12:4&9)
B. vs. 11 the righteous and the wrong-doers are differentiated (2:23, Mt. 16:27, Mk. 13:34, Rom. 2:6)
C. vs. 12, the wrong-doers and the righteous will be appropriately rewarded

D. vs. 13, Jesus has the same authority as The Father and indeed is God (1:8, 21:6)
E. vs. 14, the washed will enter the city by the gates

F. vs. 15 the wrong-doers will be left outside the city

V. Vs. 16 Jesus
A. The Son of God identifies Himself with His human name, Jesus.

B. He has a right, as a human from the line of David and as the divine Bright and Morning Star, to make these statements.

C. He sent the angel to testify these things to John for the churches. 
VI. Vs. 17 Jesus, 
A. the Spirit invites all to come

B. the church invites all to come

C. all the invited should invite all to come

D. Jesus says everyone who wants to can drink of the water of life for free!

VII. Vs. 18-19 Jesus
A. This book will be easy to tamper with.  DON”T DO IT!

B. The plagues and the promises in this book are true.  Tamper with the book and you will loose the promises and gain the plagues!

VIII. Vs. 20a Jesus 
A. Jesus identifies Himself as the one who has been testifying to these things.

B. He promises to come quickly.

IX. Vs. 20b John, John welcomes his Lord to come quickly
X. Vs. 21 John, John wishes for the grace of the Lord to be on all the readers of this book.
Conclusion:  
Eight times in these 16 verses there has been testimony that these things are true.  (vss 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 16, 18, & 20).
Four times Jesus promises to come quickly (vs., 7, 10, 12, & 20).

Three times the reader is warned to not be wrong-doers but rather to be righteous (vss., 11&12, 14&15, 18&19).
One more time John I told to worship only God (vs. 9).

Eight times Jesus promises to be here for us (vss., 6, 7, 10, 12, 14, 16, 17, &20)
